My husband Bill and I tried out a restaurant new to us on our Friday Sabbath  
day, right before Father’s Day. We love to experience new things together and  
the food was truly a treat. But something more important happened while we  
had lunch that day. 
Our waiter, a young man from Guatemala, served us. Bill and he conversed a  
bit in a mix of Spanish and English and I managed to pick up a few words and 
share a few too. 
The waiter was excited and touched that both Bill and I have been to  
Guatemala. I was blessed to travel to Guatemala when I was in college and Bill 
went there for the first time this last January with First Christian Church in Blue 
Springs to visit the school they support there. 
Before Bill went there, I had told him that Guatemala was “el país más verde” – 
the most green country I have ever seen. I think Bill thought my memory was a  
bit overstated until he visited there. 
The waiter, Bill and I talked about his country and how beautiful it is. We also 
talked about the poverty and problems there. His whole family and his iglesia – 
church – are there too. He clearly missed his family there, but he told us, “I am 
lucky to work here so I can take care of my wife and two small children in  
Guatemala. I came here because I love them and could not get any work in  
Guatemala. I work hard here so I can send them money to take care of them.” 
Tears rose into his eyes. Here was this loving father away from his children so he 
could care for them. 
I have never needed to leave my family to care for them. I can’t imagine what he 
feels each day and how he keeps his spirits strong. But his ending words to us 
were, “Dios es Bueno!” “God is good!” What a statement of faith he made with 
his whole life. 
Whether our lives are easy or very difficult, whether we are in a time of health  
or sickness, whether we are rich or poor, “God is good!” May all of us believe  
this and live this as this young waiter does each day.
