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In Jesus’ time, hospitality was very important. When Jesus came
to Martha and Mary’s house, he might have had a whole crowd
with him! The expectation would have been that Martha and Mary
would feed and care for them all. What a lot of work that would
have been!

Religious learning was also very important in the time of Jesus.
Usually men would learn by sitting at the feet of their teacher and
listening to them. In this story, Mary takes on this role even though
this was quite out of the ordinary for a woman of her time. But
Jesus encouraged her, demonstrating that all people are called to
be his disciples.

Because Mary was sitting at Jesus’ feet, Martha was left to do all
the work! Martha was so busy that she didn’t have time to sit and
learn at Jesus’ feet — she was fulfilling both her and her sister’s
duties of hospitality.

In exasperation, Martha said, “Lord, do you not care that my sister

has left me to do all the work?!” Jesus’ reply teaches Martha and

Mary — and us — that serving others and learning from him are im-
portant. In this story, Jesus warns us of the dangers of distraction and unbalanced activities and priorities.
